
NEW MORNING QUARTET feat. special guests DAVID FIUCZYNSKI & OZ NOY

The NEW MORNING project emerged in 2007. Drummer, composer & producer 
Jeroen Vrolijk assembled his favorite musicians in New York to record the debut 
funky jazzrock / fusionrock  album New Morning, including guitar wizards David 
‘Fuze’ Fiuczynski & Oz Noy, and bassists Fima Ephron, and Tim Lefebvre. 
 
The NEW MORNING TRIO, consisting of Oz Noy, Buckshot Lefonque bassist Reggie 
Washington, and Jeroen Vrolijk toured the Netherlands in 2009 with their 
powerhouse funk. The tour included the famous Amsterdam BIMhuis. 
 
The successful debut album (“A Strong new sound, firmly rooted in Jazz. Energetic 
Funk ’n Jazz Grooves. Thelonious Monk meets Jimi Hendrix.” - Straight no Chaser 
magazine) will be followed up by the 2nd New Morning CD, aptly titled The Optimist. 
It’s an electrifying, funky album.  The 1st album is currently Album of the Month at the 
American based web shop Abstract Logix. 
 
NEW MORNING QUARTET is available for concerts in Europe (in May & October 
with David Fiusczynski, in July with both Oz Noy and David Fiusczynski on guitars). 
 
David “Fuze” Fiuczynski on this project: “After playing with Hiromi for 4 years, it 
was time to find another project where my musical approach feels natural and 
meaningful.”  Dave is well known for his legendary kick ass down town Manhattan 
band Screaming Headless Torso’s, one of the leading bands of the mid ‘90’s. He 
has performed and/or recorded with Branford Marsalis, Randy Brecker, Vinnie 
Colaiuta, MeShell NdegéOcello, Larry Coryell, John Zorn, Kenny Garrett, John 
Medeski, Vernon Reid, Victor Bailey, Don Byron, Greg Osby, and other giants. 
 
Oz Noy has currently his own trio, consisting of James Genus and Dave Weckl. He 
has performed and/or recorded with Steve Lukather, Chris Botti, Harry Belafonte, 
Will Lee, Mike Stern, Richard Bona, Cindy Lauper, and many other aces. 
 
Tim Lefebvre is one of the most skilled and sought after bass players in New York. 
His work has been heard on the soundtracks of The Apprentice, The Sopranos, Late 
Show With David Letterman, Ocean’s 12, Ocean 's 13, The Departed etc. He has 
appeared recently with Chris Potter, Patti Austin, and Uri Caine. Tim brings his 
incredible support and huge low sounds to the New Morning vibe.  
 
Jeroen Vrolijk has performed with Rick Margitza, Tony Lakatos, Courtney Pine, 
Dutch jazz stars Benjamin Herman and Anton Goudsmit, and many others. He is 
also teaching (drumming) at the Rotterdam Conservatory.
